Greetings,

There are a couple of important topics to present to you today. The first concerns the priestly
ordination that will take place in the Diocese of Cleveland on Saturday, May 16th at 10:00am at our
Cathedral of Saint John the Evangelist. You are cordially invited to attend. (Show up eatly if you want a
seat.) Among those being ordained that day will be Deacon Matthew Pfeiffer - soon to be Father
Matthew Pfeiffer. I am pleased to announce his first assignment will be with us here at Saint Sebastian!
His assignment of four years begins on June 9th.

His home parish is Holy Family Parish in Stow and he is a graduate of Archbishop Hoban High School
(and four years younger than I was when I was ordained!) This is not only exciting but also quite an
honor. It is a sign that this is a vibrant parish with much to offer a newly ordained. As he brings his
fresh gifts and talents to us we will provide for him some formation of these gifts and talents that will
affect him as a priest and subsequently all those to whom he will minister throughout the years. Please
keep him in your prayers.

Also, recommended to your prayers is Deacon Christopher Trenta, a son of the parish. Deacon Trenta
(soon to be Father Christopher Trenta) will also be ordained on May 16th. His parents attend here and
are deeply involved in the parish. Christopher also just happens to be my cousin. He will be assigned to
Saint Mary Parish in Wooster.

IN OTHER NEWS:

We are going to be starting some new initiatives at our day school. You may recall that in past letters to
you I was looking at ways to improve our PSR program. In a like manner we are beginning a number of
initiatives to highlight and strengthen our school from many different angles. Spurred on by our Pastoral
and Finance councils and suppottive parents who know that we have a gem in Saint Sebastian School
and how important this institution is to our children as well as our neighborhood, there is set in motion
the means to better communicate the strengths of our school, bring improvements to those areas that
need it, and over all provide a better flow of communication, sharpen our image, and make our presence
better known in the community.

In the beginning stages are three strategic groups to assist in this task. Two have already begun meeting.
The first is a focus committee on mathematics to advise the school on how to strengthen our math
program. Soon we will be able to show you how we fair at local high schools in this regard, which I
believe you will find very satisfactory. But math in this day and age is extremely important and so we are
looking for ways to give our students an even greater edge. There is also a Marketing Committee whose
name is not quite descriptive as their role is much broader than marketing and we hope to utilize these
very talented persons to assist us in our many goals for the school.

Still in the planning stages is a Parent Advisory Board which eventually we hope to operate in the school
much like the Parish Pastoral Council operates for the parish. There is also a committed effort by our
capable principal Mr. Scheetz to bring to our attention mote of the behind the scenes and not so behind
the scenes goings on at our school so that you might have a better handle on what is happening there.
These and other projects are in the planning stages so stay tuned! I am excited about these endeavors

not only because it is important to our parish and our neighborhood, but because it is important to our
children.
