TRANSITIONAL DIACONATE
 
There are two types of deacons in the Church: permanent and transitional. A permanent deacon is like our beloved Deacon Terry Peacock of happy memory. They are ordained to minister and always be a deacon. Then there are transitional deacons. These are men who will be ordained to the diaconate for about six months to a year before then being ordained to the priesthood. This weekend is the ordination to the transitional diaconate and you know somebody who is being ordained!

 

Mr. Ian Kelly lived and ministered here at St. Sebastian for most of last year. You would recognize him from serving on our altar. He was instrumental in helping us get our live-streaming system up and running. After this Saturday, he will be known as Deacon Ian Kelly. The following year he will be ordained to the priesthood.
