It goes along with this one from Hillaire Belloc:
 
Wherever the Catholic sun doth shine, there’s always laughter and good red wine.
 
There is a tradition in the Church of fasting on Wednesdays and Fridays throughout the year, Thursdays being a day of respite from the rigors of spiritual workouts. How odd is it then that this year, today, we observe the disciplines of Lent smack dab in the middle of two celebrations that occur on Wednesday and Friday? Yesterday we celebrated St. Patrick’s Day and tomorrow we have the Solemnity of St. Joseph.
 
But this is not just any St. Joseph Day! This feast occurs during the year dedicated to St. Joseph. We are dispensed from the requirement to abstain from meat. Our joy on this day is too great to do penance. Think of when Jesus said to those who were upset with his disciples for not fasting: “Can the wedding guests fast while the bridegroom is with them?”
 
Consider doing something special to mark this day. Attend Mass at 8AM, go to Confessions at 4PM or participate in Stations of the Cross at 7PM. The Church will be open most of the day. Maybe stop in and pray, and light a candle by St. Joseph. In addition to our statue, there is an icon on display of St. Joseph painted by one of our parishioners, Carly Smith.
