EASTER WEDNESDAY

Dear Parish Family,

Usually on Easter I start putting up the United States and the Vatican City flags by the front doors of the rectory again, after the ravages of winter have passed.  They are great landmarks when explaining to the pizza delivery guy were the rectory is.  

In today’s first reading for Mass, there is an explanation of why the Vatican flag is yellow and white.  According to the rules which govern such things, symbolically white is the same as silver and yellow is equivalent to gold.  In the first reading, St. Peter comes across a man, both a cripple and a beggar, who is asking him for alms.  As far as money goes, he was asking the wrong guy!  The disciples were pretty broke.  But Peter said to him, “I have neither silver nor gold, but what I do have I give you: in the name of Jesus Christ the Nazorean, rise and walk!”  Jesus is the Church’s true treasure and that is why our colors are yellow and white.
