Monday of the Second Week of Easter

Dear Parish Family,

It is an automatic thing to mute and unmute the mic when we are celebrating Mass.  Sometimes, even when I am not wearing a mic, my hand will automatically go to where the volume switch box would be to push the button.  The boxes we have now are certainly a challenge.  The old ones had switches on them and just by touching it, you could know if you were live or not.  The new ones are push button, which is more difficult to find and difficult to know if the mic is live or not.  That is why sometimes you see Fr. Simone or me hiking up our vestments to see if the little green or red light is on because we can’t tell just by touching the box.

(We are not supposed to touch them anymore as now they are controlled by Ian, the “sound crew.”)  I was sitting in my office listening to Fr. Simone and getting ready to type you this letter and realized what was going on and ran over to the church.  Ian and I were standing off to the side, quietly waving our arms and making hand gestures indicating the problem with the mic.  And THAT is why you saw Fr. Simone suddenly twist and hike up his vestment to turn on the sound resulting in his voice coming through loud and clear on your computer.
