Dear Parish Family,

Happy Mother’s Day to all of our Moms!  Please know that we will be praying for you at all of our Masses this weekend.  Perhaps the best Mother’s Day present that I can give to you is the following news:

BISHOPS (SORT OF) ANNOUNCE A RETURN TO PUBLIC MASSES

Yesterday, at 4PM the priests received emails concerning the impending “soft opening” of a return to the public celebration of the Mass!  The exact date of which is to be determined by each bishop in the state of Ohio.  Some have already announced their date and we have been told that we will receive an email “in the next couple of days.”  Exactly what is meant by a “soft opening” is not clear, but I believe that it means that the obligation to attend Mass will remain lifted and that we will begin with daily Mass.  There may be other restrictions also but I would only be guessing and passing on rumors.  Whatever the decision, we will then make plans on what that will look like at St. Sebastian Parish. 

Here is part of the email that was sent to us by our diocesan administrator:  

Good afternoon,

I wanted to call your attention to a memo that will be coming out at 4pm today announcing the Ohio Conference of Bishops plan to soft start public celebrations of daily Mass in preparation for Pentecost. I’ll be sending a more detailed memo in the next few days that will include our particular plans/protocols recommended by the committee that was established for the return of public Mass on how to best prepare and receive the faithful in our churches for the public celebration of Mass.  In addition the memo will hopefully include information about transfers, ordination dates, jubilee celebrations and other diocesan events scheduled for the next few weeks.  Also, we have receive many questions about parish festivals and summer gatherings. It is strongly recommended that any large group gathering at the parish be rescheduled for later in the year or moved to next year.  Thanks for all you are doing and the many creative ways you are attending to the people entrusted to your care.  I’ll be in touch soon.
