FEAST OF THE SACRED HEART OF JESUS

Dear Parish Family,

The Feast of the Sacred Heart is really a study on God’s love for us.  In John’s first letter from Mass today he tells us, “Love one another because love is of God.  Whoever is without love does not know God for God is love.”  God is not a source of love but is Love Himself.

Jokingly you may have heard someone say, “I love humanity. It’s people I can’t stand.”  The idea of loving humanity is an easy concept perhaps.  It is when we get into the nitty gritty of individuals and situations that love becomes more tricky.  Yet that is exactly where we are called to love.  We are not to love (or hate) groups of people but to take each person as the sovereign individual that they are and to love them in their uniqueness.

One of the worst offenses against showing God’s love is putting seemingly all one kind of people in one pot and loving or hating them because of their group identity. It matters not if it is a race or skin color, or other category such as priests or police or politicians or beggars.  No group - not even members of a family, can be labeled as, “They are all . . .”

The love of God impels us to love and to love each person as an individual sovereign person, which is the same way in which each of us is loved by God.
