MASKS

As we have been preparing, beginning this week, attendance at the 4:30 Vigil Mass will require the wearing of a mask per the permission we received from the diocese.  The difficulty will be  enforcing this endeavor.  I cannot not ask our ushers to be somewhere between a policing force and bouncers, and I ask you to be kind if you come across someone who is not wearing a mask.  Do not make the encounter an excuse for someone to turn away from Christ and His Church.  

Of course, the whole issue may be moot.  According the Akron Beacon Journal this morning, there is legislation pending that may require the wearing of masks in public.  There are many unanswered questions concerning these mandates and it is unclear if, like the governor’s mandates, which are not, they are even binding on religious institutions.  The possibilities are endless; from nothing will happen to having health officials at our doors making sure everyone is masked.  We will have to wait and see what will happen.
