NOTABLE EVENTS COMING UP:
 
THIS WEEKEND: There are two events this weekend at the parish, which are being put on by fellow parishioners to reinforce prayer, community and faith. We are asking those in attendance to be safe. If you are sick or in a highly susceptible category for COVID, please do not attend. If you plan on attending, please observe healthy measures.

PATRIOTIC ROSARY:  With the election right around the corner, what better thing to do than to reinforce our trust in God and to pray for our nation? This Sunday at 6PM meet in the church. There will be exposition and then a procession around St. Sebastian Square praying the rosary. If you can, bring a battery-operated candle.

AUTUMN LIGHTS:  Our Autumn Lights Celebration returns this Sunday, November 1st. (Thank you volunteers!) Those who attended in past years will remember that our grounds are decked out in various strings of lights and other features giving us a time to enjoy the fall weather and have one last chance to make use of our parish grounds before it snows. It also offers a time to see fellow parishioners and pray. Doors open at 6PM but you can go to the above event first and then come to Autumn Lights. There will be art, music and opportunity to go to confession and pray Compline by candlelight at the end of the night. Bring your own mug for hot chocolate. 

ORGAN CONCERTS:  Although most of our concert season has been decimated by COVID, the Advent Organ Recitals will go on as scheduled. Starting the first week of Advent, on each Tuesday at noon during adoration, a different organist will be providing music for reflection and meditation. Attendants are asked to observe the same COVID measures they would for Mass. The Advent Organ Recitals will be live streamed for those who might like to join us from home.

ADORATION:  As we have every Tuesday, there will be Adoration of the Blessed Sacrament all day Tuesday. The day will end at 7:40PM with compline and Benediction. For those who have not already cast your votes, I propose to you to come to morning Mass and/or come pray before the Blessed Sacrament before voting. If that is not possible or if you have voted early (or for some reason are not voting) come some time during the day or to benediction in the evening to pray for our nation.
