MASKS
At the 4:30 Mass, with permission from the diocese, there will be an absolute requirement for masks to be worn.
Most other Masses, including the 9AM and 1PM are under the mandate to wear masks except for those who are exempt by the mandate.

We are attempting to keep the 11AM Sunday Mass outside. According to the mandate, masks must be worn outside if you cannot maintain a 6’ distance between you/your group and others. If it rains, Mass will be moved into the church. Since it never rains on a St. Sebastian event (as I keep reminding the seminarians) if it does rain, maybe that will be the sign to move the Mass in to the church permanently. We shall see.

ADORATION
 
Let’s try to bring exposition/adoration back to St. Sebastian. We need two people per hour to be in attendance on Tuesdays following the 8AM Mass until 8PM. A sign-up sheet will be on the altar rail by the St. Mary statue. The most difficult hours to fill are around dinner time. If we do not fill all of the hours we will postpone the reinstatement of exposition (maybe with a team to help.) In the meantime, the church is still open for prayer.

In addition to the usual summer fixing up going on, our floor company is coming in to conduct maintenance on our floors in the school. This is occurring mainly due to the first-floor hallway not meeting their standards and so they have returned to correct some areas. The floors will be ready for the first day of school.

Also, some of our signs are showing wear and tear. The sign post between the rectory and school is currently missing as the sign company retrieved it and is taking to their shop to fix it up.
