 FROM THE FORGOTTEN CABINET
 
Perhaps the most interesting letter from 1934 was this passionate letter from Bishop Schrembs:

We are face to face with one of the most insidious evils that has ever threatened to undermine the forces of decency in our time. I refer to the motion picture industry of the United States of America. The salacious, lascivious films that are shown publicly today in our motion picture theaters offend against every canon of good taste and common decency once held sacred by the vast majority of thinking Americans. The criminal has become the hero of the solar screen while virtue is scorned, religion mocked, and patriotism made the pastime of fools.
 
The letter goes on at length with the above, perhaps, being the least vitriolic. It reminds me of the West Theater in Barberton where Mr. Lauter would turn down the sound if he knew a curse word was coming up. I wonder what would be said, thought and made of movies today!

Another interesting letter concerned a caution against a certain company that advertised the raising of funds for parishes. 

The professionals engage a battery of telephone girls and solicit advertising indiscriminately in the name of the pastor . . . This has seriously hurt the repute of the Church in Cleveland and has dragged the names of priests though the mire of unsavory gossip . . .
 
There’s always an angle at work! 

It is interesting to read this letter and imagine a young Fr. Zwisler holding them in his hands at his desk and contemplating the difficulties of his day. Future pastors will have little to go on from this generation as most of these issues would have been take care of by email. What a loss.
